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The Manistee River remains relatively unsettled for
mile after mile; its banks are unspoiled wilderness
with deer, beaver, ducks and other wildlife; pure water
springs and creeks, camping and picnic sites.

For years, Chippewa Landing’s friendly service,
natural setting and top equipment have worked to
provide a unique and valuable canoeing experience at
a reasonable cost.

The most unspoiled natural camping river in the Lower
Peninsula, the Manistee River has become known as the
place to come for superior canoe-camping in a rougher,
more isolated area.
